electric system developed by Advanced Solar Products, Inc., which was installed in 2005.

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The system helped power Midtown Community School in Bayonne, which served as the emergency
evacuation center to residents during Hurricane Sandy. When the grid went down throughout the area, power

remained at Midtown Community School thanks to the system powered by SMA inverters.
